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ARTIST APPLICATION INFORMATION

Thank you for your interest in participating in Flagstaff PAWS - Promoting Assets With Sculpture.  We look forward to working with you.  The following documents outline the project and your responsibilities.
PROJECT OVERVIEW

Flagstaff PAWS is a public art and education exhibit being coordinated through the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth (CCC&Y) that will celebrate both young people and the diverse artistic excellence that is found in the Flagstaff community.  You may be familiar with the nationally acclaimed Cows on Parade travelling exhibit or the more locally praised Javelinas on Parade in Sedona.   In Sedona, 50 javelina sculptures were displayed around the community to promote tourism and raise funds for non-profit art organizations and other art enhancement projects.  After two years on display the sculptures were then auctioned off, raising more than $130,000 for the Sedona community.  Flagstaff PAWS is hoping to expand upon the success of such public art endeavors but with the added benefits of public education and youth involvement.  

Similar to these public art exhibits, Flagstaff PAWS will proudly display 40 replicated, life-sized mountain lion sculptures in public and private locations throughout Flagstaff.  The uniqueness of Flagstaff PAWS is the educational component that incorporates Search Institute’s Developmental Assets: 40 positive relationships, skills, opportunities, and values that young people need in their lives to succeed.  Each one of the sculptures will be dedicated to a Developmental Asset as chosen by the sponsor.  Artists will then work with young people to decorate the sculpture as it pertains to the particular Asset.  

With its novel approach, this project will positively impact the Flagstaff community in many far-reaching ways: it will educate the community about the importance of the Developmental Assets in young people’s lives, support and empower our youth, showcase the participating artists, create partnerships in the community, promote tourism, and provide a fun experience for everyone involved.  

Flagstaff PAWS was initially funded by the City of Flagstaff’s Beautification and Public Art Commission (BPAC), Flagstaff Community Foundation, and Target.  The sponsors of this project will be area businesses, organizations, schools, and individuals.  At the end of the project, CCC&Y intends to hold an auction with the decorated sculptures to raise funds and further promote the healthy development of our youth.  

This is a great opportunity for artists to be involved in an exciting public art and public service experience.  People of all ages will tour Flagstaff and immediately grasp the commitment our community has to its youth, art, and creative activities.  As a participating artist, you will receive wide recognition, unparalleled exposure, and a modest honorarium.

HONORARIUM
Each participating artist will be awarded an honorarium of $500 from the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth for her/his contributions to Flagstaff PAWS.  This honorarium will be paid upon completion and delivery of the finished, approved sculpture reproduction.
ARTIST RECOGNITION

Artists will receive credit and recognition for their sculpture designs throughout the project.  The artist’s name will appear on a plaque attached to the sculpture, and the Flagstaff PAWS website will identify all of the artists that are involved with the project.  Flagstaff PAWS will further make every effort to assure that any photograph of a completed sculpture gives credit to the artist.  Sculptures may also be used in promotional materials.

THE DESIGN

Dion Wright, local artist and owner of Spectator Studio Gallery, created the original life-sized mountain lion sculpture.  Daryl Polland of Timber Creek Art Works, a foundry in Dewey and Phoenix, is creating the reproductions from a mold of the original sculpture using a resin and epoxy blend with reinforcement fabric built in.  The decorated sculpture reproductions will have a clear sealer applied and baked on to further protect the integrity of the piece.  The approximate size of the mountain lion sculpture including the base is 5’ high by 5’ long by about 2’ wide.  A photo of the original sculpture is attached.
Each of the 40 Flagstaff PAWS mountain lion sculptures will depict one of Search Institute’s Developmental Assets as chosen by the sculpture’s sponsor.  Please see the enclosed brochure for more information on the Developmental Assets.  All designs must be appropriate for family viewing.  Designs that include sexual or commercial messages will not be accepted.

Every artist will receive the same resin reproduction. The artist may paint, sculpt, or adorn the mountain lion sculpture and base using any medium; however, the structural integrity of the mountain lion sculpture and base must be maintained.  Information about materials that will work on the surface of the sculpture reproductions has been included in this packet.  It is critical that artists test their materials on a sample of the resin and epoxy blend prior to use on the reproduction.  Samples to use in testing will be provided.  Unless otherwise authorized, all materials must be able to withstand being outdoors for at least one year in this climate.  All approved materials up to the budgeted amount will be provided.  

It is strongly recommended that designs do not include items that can be easily broken, vandalized, or damaged.  The resin animals may be primed and will require paint and other products (such as glue) that will specifically work on the resin.  If an artist would like to add an additional piece of art to the sculpture, the information must be included on the application. Specific technical information and needed materials to assist artists will be provided at the time the sculpture is delivered.

YOUTH INVOLVEMENT

Flagstaff PAWS is for and about the success of young people in our community, thus it is required that youth participate in some aspect of the artistic process.  For example, young people can participate during the planning stage by helping the artist conceptualize the design for the mountain lion as it pertains to and represents a specific Asset.  Young people can further participate in the implementation stage by actively helping the artist draw, paint, and adorn the mountain lion reproduction.  The degree to which young people are involved is primarily the artist’s decision (subject to approval by the Flagstaff PAWS Committee), but involvement is a necessity. 

ARTIST RESPONSIBILITY

All sculptures must be completed no later than 2 months after the artist has been matched with a sponsor and youth group and received the sculpture reproduction and materials.  While the sculpture is in the artist’s possession, the sculpture remains the property of the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth and artists are responsible for any damage or theft.  Artists will be required to sign a liability contract.
During exhibition, artists may be asked to participate in public activities.  These activities will further promote recognition of the artists.  In previous projects in other cities, artists used these opportunities to describe and explain their design and artistic philosophies.  Artists may also be asked to be available for minor repair work on their sculpture during the duration of its exhibition.

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS
Each artist must submit:

· The Artist Application

· A sample of her/his work that best represents her/his artistic style and ability
· A recent resume or bio

· The enclosed Youth Involvement Survey explaining how she/he plans to involve young people in this project  
· The enclosed Initial Materials Proposal
Due to the involvement of young people in the artistic process a submission for final design approval will be required.  If specifications are not submitted and approved for the design, the artist will not receive the honorarium.

All documents that are outlined in this information packet must be submitted no later than 30 days after the date on this application.  If an extension is needed, please contact us.

SELECTION
The selection process will take place in two phases.  First, the Flagstaff PAWS Selection Committee will review all initial applications and proposals for compliance with project guidelines.  You will be notified if your proposal is selected.  All of the selected artists will then have their art samples collected in a portfolio and shown to possible sponsors.  Second, the sponsor will select an artist.  It is the sponsor’s privilege to select the Asset, artist, and young people that they want to work on their lion.  The Committee will be solely responsible for coordinating the match of the sponsor, artist, and youth. The selection process will take place over an extended period of time and artists will be notified as soon as a sponsor selects them.  Artists are not guaranteed that a sponsor will select their proposal.  

All proposals will become the property of Flagstaff PAWS.  All reasonable care will be taken in handling proposals; however, the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth cannot be held responsible for loss or damage. Flagstaff PAWS reserves the right to display all selected proposals during the project.  
COPYRIGHT AND OWNERSHIP

Artists will assign the entire copyright, title, and interest to the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth for Flagstaff PAWS.  Flagstaff PAWS will reserve the right to use any image, photograph, or video of the work during and after the project for publicity and promotional purposes as well as for other project materials including but not limited to books, posters, maps, brochures, and cards.  In addition, the artist does not retain ownership of the mountain lion sculpture.

INSTALLATION

The sculptures will be placed in mostly outdoor locations.  The Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth will arrange for the installation of the sculptures, and they will also be responsible for removing the sculptures that will go to auction at the end of the exhibit. 
AUCTION

At the end of the public exhibition of all 40 mountain lion sculptures, the Coconino Coalition for Children & Youth intends to auction the sculptures at a fundraising event to raise funds for future Asset-building projects in Coconino County.  Sculptures in this auction will become the property of the successful bidder.  Special arrangements may be made with sponsors who want to purchase the sculpture they sponsored.
